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This document outlines the official rules, regulations, and procedures for
all participants in the Damek opens. All individuals for the event must
adhere to the guidelines below.

1.0. ATHLETE ELIGIBILITY

Age Requirement: Athletes must be born between
January 2009 and December 2021, making them
between 5 and 17 years old.

2.0 COACH DRESS CODE & CONDUCT

O Coaches must maintain a professional
appearance and demeanor at all times within
the competition and warm-up areas.

O Permitted Attire: Athletic attire, team
tracksuit, or business attire.

O Prohibited Attire: Jeans, doboks, caps/hats,
heels, and sandals. Only closed footwear is
allowed.

Professional Conduct:

O Chewing gum and the use of electronic devices
(e.g., cell phones, PDAs, video cameras) are not
permitted in the competition area.

O Semi-Final and Final Rounds: All coaches are
required to wear a sports coat or suit for this
event.




3.0 UNIFORM & EQUIPMENT

O Provided Equipment: Headgear and chest
protectors (PSS) will be provided by the organizers.

o Athlete's Responsibility: Athletes must bring
and wear their own:

- World Taekwondo recognized uniform

- World Taekwondo recognized protective
equipment (shin, forearm, and groin guards)

- Mouthpiece, gloves, daedo sensor socks.

O Mats: World Taekwondo recognized mats will be
used.

4.0 ATHLETE INSPECTION

Athletes must complete a uniform and equipment inspection before
competing.

O Process: Athletes are responsible for reporting to the Inspection Desk
on time with their uniform and all mandatory equipment.

O Timing: Failure to report to the Inspection Desk at least two (2) matches
prior to your scheduled match may result in disqualification.

Note: Athletes receiving medical attention will not be considered
checked in.



5.0 WEIGH-IN

O Schedule: The general weigh-in for athletes will take place a day before
their respective weight category competition. Please refer to the
competition schedule.

O Requirement: There will be NO EXEMPTIONS to the published weigh-in
times. Athletes must present their event accreditation at weigh-in.

O Random Weigh-In: There will be no random weigh-ins at this event.

6.0 ACCREDITATIONS

O Access: A valid event accreditation is mandatory for access to the
competition area and the warm-up area.

O Compliance: By accepting and/or downloading an accreditation, all
individuals (athletes, coaches, officials) agree to comply with all Field of
Play regulations.

O Access Rights: Only athletes and their accredited coaches are permitted
in the contest areas.

7.1.2 Pair & Team Poomsae Categories

O Age Divisions: Pair and team Poomsae events have two age
categories: Under 12 and Over 12.

O Team Classification: The age category for a pair or team s
determined by the age of the oldest athlete in the group. If a
complete team of three from the same age category cannot be
formed, the entire team must compete in the division of its oldest
member.

7.2 KYORUGI

7.2.1 Athlete Classification

Kyorugi competition divisions will be determined based on the
athlete's age, weight, and height. It is mandatory to submit accurate
details during registration.

O Verification: All athlete details will be verified during the on-site
accreditation process.

O Disqualification: Failure to be present for the confirmation of age,
weight, and height will result in immediate disqualification from the
competition.
